Camp Leader Information
1. Churches sending campers are asked to follow the guideline of sending 1 Cabin Leader per 5 Campers.
2. Cabin Leaders must be 21 or older for the following camps: 



Music/Drama 
Junior-Senior


Senior High 
Golf


Junior High 


Cabin Leaders must be 18 or older for the following camps: 



Primary 

Junior


3. Cabin Leaders come to camp for free.

4. Cabin Leaders may bring their children to camp with them but all children, any age, must stay in cabins with the same gender. 

5. We ask that you use the following guideline to help with the expenses of your own children: 



Age 5 and under = free 



Age of campers for the session attending = camper fee 



Other age for a Primary camp = $15.00 (this is less than $2 a meal) 




Other age for a 6 day camp = $25 (this is less than $2 a meal)

6. There are no Junior Counselors.  There are Cabin Leaders, Campers, and Leader’s Children.

7. If you plan to attend camp as a Cabin Leader you are required to do the following:



A. Contact the Dean so he/she can give/receive information to better prepare for camp. 


B. Send a completed “Registration/Health” form to the camp. 



C. Have an updated criminal background check on file with the camp.



D. Read “Camp Leader Information” along with “Camper Rules” and complete the “Volunteer Agreement”. 


E. Complete a “Registration/Health” Form for your own children who will be attending.  This is necessary for 


cabin assignments and meals.
8. The best situation for Campers and the continuity of camp is for you to stay at camp from the time you arrive for check-in until camp is dismissed.  If your situation does not allow this please discuss it with the Dean prior to your arrival.
9. If you need to leave camp property you must sign-out at Grace Hall and upon returning you must sign-in.
10. Vehicles are to be parked for the week.  If parking down the hill please park in the gravel parking areas.
11. The use or possession of alcohol, illegal drugs, or tobacco is prohibited.  Visitors are required to refrain from using such while on the camp property.  No smoking on camp property or in personal vehicles while on camp property.
12. No medication is to be kept in the cabin.

13. Only registered Campers and Leaders are allowed to participate and spend the night at camp. 
14. There is a maximum of 12 campers per Cabin Leader.
15. Cabin Leaders/Campers should be in groups of at least three at all times.

16. Do not allow Campers to be in the cabins without a leader present.
17. Cabin Leaders are also to abide by the rule of no ladies on men’s side and no men on ladies’ side.

18. No special favoritism for any group(s), such as pizza for 1 or 2 cabins but not offered to the entire camp.

19. Reception for cell phones is poor at camp.  You may use the camp phone but a calling card is needed for long distance calls.

20. Do not allow Campers to use your cell phone or make calls without permission from the Dean.

21. Absolutely no Campers allowed on golf carts.

22. Cabin Leaders have a great opportunity to be an example of how to glorify God in action and the way that they dress.  One piece swimsuits only.  Immodest swimsuits will not be allowed. A long tee shirt or covering must be worn to and from the water activities. No spaghetti strap tops or short shorts/skirts are allowed.  Help teach Campers modesty of appropriately covering their bodies.  If you consider a Camper’s clothing inappropriate you need to have them change.

23. During water activities there needs to be 1 Cabin Leader per 15 Campers in addition to the lifeguard.

24. All accidents requiring medical attention must be reported to the managers as soon as possible.  Depending on the severity of emergency, a parent/guardian should be contacted before transporting a camper for medical treatment.

25. Cabin Leaders are responsible for having Campers help keep cabins, showerhouses, buildings, and grounds clean throughout the week.  This is a great opportunity to teach stewardship.    

26. All cabin trash is to be taken to the showerhouse trash cans.  There should be a supply of plastic bags for your cabin trash bucket in the showerhouse, along with cleaning supplies to clean the bathrooms
27. Before Campers leave be sure to make a final inspection:

a. By lifting all mattresses for Campers to clean the bunk.
b. By sweeping in corners under the bunks.
c. For clothing and personal items in showerhouse, cabin, and on clothesline.

28. Thank you for the giving of your time, energy, and sleep to share the love of Jesus Christ with the children and youth who come to camp.  It will not go unnoticed before God.
